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Week Fourteen….John chapter 13….Something is afoot

Sunday….Read Chapter 13    15 minutes

Monday…. Read chapter 13 verses 1 to 17
Jesus, the Boss, does the job of a humble slave and washes their feet (including Judas’s)
15 minutes

Tuesday….Read chapter 13 verses 18 to 30
Jesus knows what Judas is going to do, but doesn’t shame him in front of the others. He offers 
him the chance to change his mind, but releases him to do what he chooses to do 15 minutes

John’s Gospel

Why do you think Judas became a betrayer?

What was Jesus’s attitude towards Judas in this chapter ( see verses 5, 21, 26 for instance)

How does this help us to understand Jesus love for us as sinners today?

Why do you think Jesus did this?

What point was Jesus making in verse 10? (if stuck for an answer, look at http://biblehub.com/commentaries/
john/13-10.htm)

How can we wash each other’s feet? (v14)
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Wednesday… Read chapter 13 verses 31 to 38
Peter gets told! 15 minutes

Thursday…. Lots of people memorise verses 34 and 35 from this chapter, because then God can 
prompt us to remember to love even when it is hard to do so, but you might prefer one of the 
others. Choose one or two to learn, and do it now! 15 minutes 

Friday…. If there is something in the passage you don’t understand, write your question in the 
Whatsapp or discussion forum group you have arranged with your friends. If there is something 
that you have gone “Wow” or “That’s great” about in this chapter, post it in the same place but 
also underline it in your Bible carefully as well. Also make sure you can still say the verse you 
learnt yesterday 15 minutes

Saturday…. Go to john.lumin.org.uk and click the audio download link to get the audio file and 
listen to the discussion there on John Chapter 13. Also check to see if anyone has answered your 
question from yesterday on WhattsApp (or try to answer someone else’s!).  
  45+ minutes

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What do you think ‘being glorified’ means?

Jesus’s commandment to Christians is to love each other. What does Christian love mean? (not much 
space here to write… more of a question for some deep thinking!)
