Sunday….Read Chapter 20   15 minutes

Monday…. Read chapter 20 verses 1 to 18
Unexpected meetings 15 minutes

Tuesday….Read chapter 20 verses 19-29
Thomas’s big moment     15 minutes

John’s Gospel

Choose either the story of Peter (verses 1 to 9) or Mary (verses 10 to 18) and write a few words down that 
describe what they might be feeling in this passage, OR exactly what they would say to one of their 
friends when they meet them later.

Imagine you were there in verses 19-23. What would you say to Thomas in the following days to try to 
convince him?

How do you try to explain the Christian faith to your friends?
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Wednesday… Read chapter 20 verses 30 and 31
To help you to believe 15 minutes

Thursday…. Take one of the stories you mentioned yesterday. Make sure that you can remember 
the key points of it, and are confident about talking about it. Can you remember which chapter it 
is in? Who are the main characters? What is the point of the story? How does it help you to 
believe? Get very familiar with this story! 15 minutes 

Friday…. If there is something in the passage you don’t understand, write your question in the 
Whatsapp or discussion forum group you have arranged with your friends. If there is something 
that you have gone “Wow” or “That’s great” about in this chapter, post it in the same place but 
also underline it in your Bible carefully as well. Also make sure you can still say the verse you 
learnt yesterday 15 minutes

Saturday…. Go to john.lumin.org.uk and click the audio download link to get the audio file and 
listen to the discussion there on John Chapter 20. Also check to see if anyone has answered your 
question from yesterday on WhattsApp (or try to answer someone else’s!).  
  45+ minutes

If you don’t get the next week’s Study sheet from a leader in a meeting you can 
always download it from the website.
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Think back over the stories recorded in John’s Gospel (don’t look at them, just try to remember them).
From those that you can remember, which ones best help you to believe that “Jesus is the Christ, the 
Son of God”?

Try to make a point of remembering them, and where to find them, so that you can use them when you 
speak with other people about your faith
